Chennai’'s coastline — especially Elliot's
Beach and Marina Beach — saw a large rise
in nesting this season, with over 2,000 turtle
eggs collected in a single night across 18
nests, highlighting a productive nesting
season boosted by conservation efforts.

The Tamil Nadu Forest Department, with
partners such as the Wildlife Institute of
India, has been using satellite radio tags (a
form of radio telemetry) to monitor turtle
movements in real time to better understand
their migration, foraging habits, and nesting
behaviour.

Early tracking data show turtles spend time
nearshore and return repeatedly to coastal
nesting beaches, important for identifying
and protecting critical habitats.

The seasonal nesting period — typically
December through April — has already
begun on Chennai's coast, with turtles laying
eggs and conservation teams relocating
clutches to protected hatcheries to boost
hatchling survival.

These radio- and satellite-tracking results are
significant because they provide scientific
evidence that individual Olive Ridley sea
turtles not only migrate long distances but
also return to the same general nesting area
across multiple visits within a season.

19(1)(@) (Freedom of Speech and
Expression), warning against extreme
sensitivity:

Shreya Singhal vs. Union of India (2015):

v The SC ruled that content blocking
under Section 69A of the IT Act can
only be done for reasons explicitly
prescribed in Article 19(2) of the
Constitution (e.g., security of the state,
public order, friendly relations with
foreign nations).

v It also mandated that the 'originator' of
the content must be heard before a
blocking order is passed.

Indibily Creative (P) Ltd. vs. State of
West Bengal (2019):

v" The SC defined satire as one of the most
effective art forms to reveal the
hypocrisies of life.

v" Quoting Albert Camus, the court noted
that artistic expression unites society,
and tyranny suppresses it.

D.C. Saxena vs. Chief Justice of India
(1997): The SC cautioned that prohibiting
free speech on public issues stifles debate,
which ultimately endangers the stability of
society and breeds conditions for
revolution.

"Sindhanai Sirpi" (Architect of Thought) for
his monumental work in taking communist
ideologies to the grassroots level.
