1. NIMESULIDE DRUG RESTRICTION

1.

Nimesulide is an Non-Steroidal Anti-
Inflammatory Drug (NSAID) whose use is
banned in children below 12 years in India
due to risk of liver toxicity.

The Drugs Controller General of India (DCGI)
restricts nimesulide under the Drugs and
Cosmetics Act, 1940.

Pediatric formulations of nimesulide (syrups,
drops, suspensions) are prohibited in India.

Nimesulide remains permitted only for adult
use as a prescription drug with caution.

Several countries have withdrawn or banned
nimesulide owing to adverse drug reaction
(ADR) reports, especially hepatotoxicity.

2. PRALAY MISSILE

1.

Defence  Research and  Development
Organisation (DRDO) successfully conducted
a salvo launch of two Pralay missiles on 31
Dec 2025.

Salvo launch means multiple missiles fired in
quick succession from the same launcher.

Pralay is an indigenously developed, solid-
fuel, quasi-ballistic surface-to-surface
missile.

The test was conducted from Integrated Test
Range (ITR), Chandipur, Odisha.

Pralay has a strike range of ~150-500 km.
The missile is designed for high-precision
conventional strikes (non-nuclear).

Pralay follows a quasi-ballistic trajectory,
making interception difficult.

It uses advanced guidance and navigation
systems for accuracy.

The launch was part of user evaluation trials
before induction.

VoWiFi  improves indoor and  rural
connectivity and helps decongest cellular
networks by offloading voice traffic to Wi-Fi.

4. INDIA'S FIRST Al CLINIC

India’s first government hospital-based Al
clinic was inaugurated in January 2026 at
Government Institute of Medical Sciences
(GIMS), Greater Noida, Uttar Pradesh.

The Al clinic integrates artificial intelligence
into routine clinical diagnosis in a public
healthcare facility for the first time in India.

It uses Al-driven analysis of medical imaging
and diagnostic data such as X-rays, CT scans,
MRI, and pathology reports.

The clinic aims at early detection of diseases
like cancer, lung disorders, and neurological
conditions to improve treatment outcomes.

The initiative reflects India's push towards
technology-enabled public healthcare under
the broader Digital Health ecosystem.

SYSTEM
1. Defence Research and Development

Organisation developed a portable Sea
Water Desalination System (SWaDeS) for
producing drinking water in remote areas.
The hand-operated variant of SWaDeS works
without electricity or fuel, making it suitable
for emergency field conditions.

The system can reduce seawater salinity of
about 35,000 mg/L TDS to below 500 mg/L,
meeting potable water standards.

SWaDeS is designed mainly for Indian Armed
Forces deployed in coastal, island, desert,
and high-altitude regions.

The desalination system has successfully
cleared Acceptance Test Procedures (ATP),
indicating operational readiness.

ASC ARJUN is a humanoid robot designed for
advanced research and industrial
applications.

It can perform tasks that require human-like
movements and decision-making.

The robot is equipped with sensors,
actuators, and artificial intelligence (Al) for
autonomous operation.

It can assist in dangerous or repetitive tasks,
reducing human risk.

ASC stands for Advanced Systems and
Controls, the organization behind the robot.

The development of ARJUN aims to enhance
robotics research and automation
capabilities in India.

The constellation will have 12 satellites with
very high-resolution optical, multispectral,
hyperspectral, and synthetic aperture radar
(SAR) imaging capabilities.

The satellites will support applications in
agriculture, disaster management, climate
studies, urban planning, water management,
and national security, enhancing India’s self-
reliance in geospatial data.

8. PSLV-C62 / EOS-N1 MISSION

1.

The ISRO reported a technical anomaly in the
PS3 (third stage) of the PSLV-C62 rocket
during the EOS-N1 mission.

The launch took place from Satish Dhawan
Space Centre, Sriharikota.

EOS-NT1 is an Earth Observation Satellite, and
the mission was carried out by New Space
India Limited (NSIL).

The rocket showed deviations in roll rate and
flight path during the third stage.

2. INDIA'S RARE EARTH RESERVES

India holds about 6-7% of global rare earth
reserves but contributes less than 1% of
world production.

Most of India’s rare earths occur in monazite
beach sands along Kerala, Tamil Nadu,
Odisha and Andhra Pradesh coasts.

China dominates the global rare earth supply
chain, controlling mining, processing and
refining.

In India, rare earth elements are classified as
atomic minerals, restricting private sector
mining.

IREL (India) Ltd. is the nodal PSU responsible
for mining and processing rare earth
minerals in India.

3. KANGER VALLEY NATIONAL PARK

1.

Location & State: Kanger Valley National
Park is in Bastar district, Chhattisgarh, named
after the Kanger River which flows through it.

Establishment: It was declared a National
Park in 1982 covering about 200 sq km of
diverse terrain.

Biodiversity Hotspot: The park is a
biodiversity hotspot with rich mixed moist
deciduous forests, hosting numerous plant
and animal species.

UNESCO Tentative List: Kanger Valley is
included in UNESCO's tentative list for World
Heritage Site recognition.

Cave Systems: It contains limestone caves
(e.g., Kutumsar, Kailash, Dandak), significant
for speleothems (stalactites and stalagmites).

State Bird: The Bastar Hill Myna, endemic to
the region, is an iconic resident species
protected under Indian wildlife laws.

Tirathgarh Waterfalls: The park
encompasses Tirathgarh Falls, a major scenic
tourist attraction on the Kanger River.

4. KAIMUR TIGER RESERVE

1.

Kaimur Wildlife Sanctuary is set to become
Bihar's second Tiger Reserve.

The proposal to notify Kaimur as a Tiger
Reserve was approved by the Bihar
government in January 2026.

Final notification of Kaimur Tiger Reserve
requires approval from the National Tiger
Conservation Authority (NTCA).

Valmiki Tiger Reserve is currently the only
notified tiger reserve in Bihar.

Kaimur Wildlife Sanctuary is located in the
Kaimur and Rohtas districts of Bihar and
forms part of the Vindhyan range ecosystem.

5. TAMIRABARANI RIVER

1.

Tamirabarani River originates from the
Agasthyamalai hills of the Western Ghats.

It is one of the few perennial rivers of Tamil
Nadu.

The river flows mainly through Tirunelveli and
Thoothukudi districts.

Untreated municipal sewage is a major
source of pollution in the Tamirabarani.

Industrial  effluents and sand mining
contribute to the river’s degradation.

The river is a crucial drinking water source for
southern Tamil Nadu.
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Tamirabarani River drains into the Gulf of
Mannar near Thoothukudi.
Old name: Porunai River - Length: ~128 km

Fed by both South-West & North-East
monsoons and supports paddy, banana,
sugarcane cultivation

6. THE GALAXY FROG (KERALA)

1.

Galaxy Frog (Melanobatrachus indicus) is an
endemic amphibian of the southern Western
Ghats, mainly found in Kerala.

A January 2026 study reported that seven
known individuals of the Galaxy Frog are
presumed dead due to habitat disturbance.

Unregulated photo-tourism and excessive
camera flash were identified as a new
anthropogenic threat to rare ampbhibians.

The Galaxy Frog inhabits microhabitats under
leaf litter and rotting logs in wet evergreen
forests.

The species is currently listed as Vulnerable
on the IUCN Red List due to its restricted
distribution and high habitat sensitivity.

7. INDIA'S FIRST BIO-HAPPY DISTRICT

1.

Keyi Panyor became India’s first Bio-Happy
District in January 2026.

The Bio-Happy District concept focuses on
linking biodiversity conservation with human
well-being.

The initiative is implemented by the M. S.
Swaminathan Research Foundation (MSSRF).

Biohappiness as a concept was proposed by
Dr. M. S. Swaminathan.

Keyi Panyor district is located in Arunachal
Pradesh, a biodiversity-rich Himalayan state.

8. OLIVE RIDLEY TURTLE HATCHERIES

1.

In Jan 2026, Tamil Nadu Forest Department
set up seasonal hatcheries at Chennai
beaches like Besant Nagar to protect Olive
Ridley turtle eggs during the nesting season.

Around 1,500 Olive Ridley turtle eggs were
shifted to protected hatcheries at Agonda
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and Galgibaga beaches in Goa in January
2026.

Olive Ridley turtles were reported nesting
unusually during daytime at Agonda beach in
Goa in Jan 2026.

Satellite tagging of Olive Ridley turtles was
initiated along the Chennai coast in January
2026 to study their migratory routes.

Olive Ridley turtle nesting season in India
generally extends from November to April,
with hatcheries playing a key role in
conservation.

9. SUPER MOON

A Supermoon occurs when a full moon
coincides with the Moon'’s perigee, making it
appear larger and brighter than usual.

During a Supermoon, the Moon can appear
up to 14% bigger and 30% brighter than an
apogee full moon.

The term “Supermoon” is not an official
astronomical term; it is popularly used in
media and public discourse.

Supermoons may cause slightly higher ocean
tides, but they do not trigger earthquakes or
disasters.

January’s Supermoon is traditionally called
the “"Wolf Moon”, named after winter folklore
in the Northern Hemisphere.

FIRST COMMERCIAL TROPICAL

TROUT FISH FARM:

1.

India’s first commercial tropical trout farm
was inaugurated in Hyderabad in January
2026.

The farm uses Recirculating Aquaculture
System (RAS) technology to grow cold-water
rainbow trout in tropical conditions.

The project demonstrates that rainbow trout,
traditionally farmed in Himalayan regions,
can be cultivated year-round outside cold
climates.

Somnath Temple, located at Prabhas Patan
(Gujarat) on the Arabian Sea coast, is one of
the 12 Jyotirlingas of Lord Shiva.

The present structure of Somnath was
reconstructed in 1026 years ago (c. 1026 CE)
after Mahmud of Ghazni's invasion, making
2026 its millennial milestone.

The temple has been destroyed and rebuilt
multiple times, symbolising the resilience of
Indian civilisation.

The current Somnath Temple was rebuilt in
Chalukya (Solanki) style of architecture and
inaugurated in 1951.

The reconstruction was supported by Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel, reflecting post-
Independence cultural revival.

Buddhism in Kashmir began under Emperor
Ashoka (3rd century BCE) and flourished
during Kushan rule under Kanishka and
Huvishka.

4. KUSHAN COINS IN TAKSHASHILA

Pakistani archaeologists have discovered rare
coins and decorative stones at a UNESCO-
listed site near Takshashila.

The findings were made at the ancient Bhir
Mound, an important archaeological site of
early urban settlement.

Decorative stones identified as lapis lazuli
date back to the 6th century BC.

Bronze coins found at the site belong to the
Kushan dynasty and date to the 2nd century
AD.

The coins bear the image of Emperor
Vasudeva, a ruler of the Kushan period.

2. PASSENGER ASSISTANCE CONTROL ROOM
(PACR)

1.

Passenger Assistance Control Room (PACR) is
a 24x7 centralized grievance redressal
mechanism set up by the Ministry of Civil
Aviation to address air passenger issues.

PACR became operational in December 2025
and remained in focus in January 2026 due to
large-scale  resolution  of  passenger
complaints.

The control room coordinates among MoCA,
DGCA, Airports Authority of India (AAl), and
airlines for real-time monitoring ' and
resolution of grievances.

PACR handles complaints related to flight
delays, cancellations, baggage issues,
refunds, and denial of boarding.

Within the first few weeks of operation, PACR
helped resolve over 13,000 passenger
grievances, strengthening passenger rights in
civil aviation.

3. ZERO FIR AND E-ZEROFIR

Zero FIR is a legal mechanism in India that
lets a victim or witness file an FIR at any
police station, regardless of where the crime
occurred, to avoid delays caused by
jurisdiction issues.

Once filed, it's transferred to the police
station that has territorial authority.

e-Zero FIR is the digital version of this
system: complaints (especially cybercrime
and online financial fraud reports above a
certain loss threshold) filed through online
portals or helpline numbers are automatically

In January 2026, several states reported a
surge in cybercrime cases after implementing
e-Zero FIR systems, especially in urban
centres.

Zero FIR strengthens victim-centric policing
by removing jurisdictional delays, particularly
in rape, sexual offences, and cyber fraud
cases.

Zero FIR is legally recognised under Section
154 of CrPC (now carried forward under the
new criminal laws framework), making refusal
to register it punishable.

4. THE VBSA BILL 2025 (VIKSIT BHARAT
SHIKSHA ADHISHTHAN BILL, 2025):

1.

Unified Regulator: It proposes a single
higher education regulator — the Viksit
Bharat Shiksha Adhishthan — replacing UGC,
AICTE, and NCTE to streamline governance.

Three-Council Structure: The new
commission will have Regulatory,
Accreditation, and Standards Councils to
coordinate rules, accredit institutions, and set
academic benchmarks.

Aligned with NEP: Designed to implement
the National Education Policy (NEP) 2020
vision by simplifying regulation and
enhancing quality and autonomy.

Focus on Quality & Competitiveness: Aims
to improve learning outcomes, research
capability, and global competitiveness of
Indian higher education.

Controversy & Review: The bill has drawn
criticism for potential centralisation and is
under review by a parliamentary committee
before passage.

The initiative was announced at Indus food
2026, a global food and beverages exhibition
with participants from over 120 countries.

APEDA functions under the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry.

10. PESTICIDES MANAGEMENT BILL, 2025

1.

The Union Ministry of Agriculture and
Farmers Welfare released the Draft Pesticides
Management Bill, 2025.

The Bill will replace the Insecticides Act, 1968.

It will regulate the manufacture, import, sale,
storage, transport and use of pesticides in
India.

The Bill provides for a Central Pesticides
Board and a Registration Committee to
control pesticide approval.

It makes licensing, labelling and digital
registration of pesticides compulsory.

It includes penalties for unsafe or illegal use
of pesticides.

11. BAL VIVAH MUKT BHARAT CAMPAIGN

The government launched the Bal Vivah Mukt
Bharat campaign to reduce child marriage by
10% by 2026 and eliminate it nationwide by
2030.

The initiative was started in November 2024
by the Ministry of Women and Child
Development.
It focuses on eradicating child marriages,
especially among girls and marginalized
communities.

Balod district in Chhattisgarh became the
country’s first child marriage-free district.

Union Minister for Women and Child
Development launched the PANKHUDI portal
to improve ease of living for women and
children in India.

The portal is an integrated digital platform
that enhances coordination, transparency,
and stakeholder participation in women and
child development initiatives.

It covers key areas such as nutrition, health,
early childhood care and education, child
welfare, and women's safety and
empowerment.

The portal will strengthen services through
over 14 lakh Anganwadi centres, 5,000 child
care institutions, and nearly 800 One Stop
Centres.

13. SECTION 17A OF THE PREVENTION OF
CORRUPTION ACT

1.

The Supreme Court of India delivered a split
verdict on the constitutional validity of
Section 17A of the Prevention of Corruption
Act, 1988.

Section 17A was introduced by the
Prevention of Corruption (Amendment) Act,
2018.

It requires prior approval of the competent
authority before conducting any enquiry or
investigation against a public servant for
decisions taken in the discharge of official
duties.

The provision was challenged by the Centre
for Public Interest Litigation (CPIL).

The Supreme Court Bench expressed
divergent judicial views on the validity of
Section 17A.

14. PM SVANidhi CREDIT CARD
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The SVANidhi Credit Card, a UPI-linked RuPay
credit card introduced under the restructured
scheme.

It is designed as an interest-free, revolving
credit facility to help vendors manage day-
to-day liquidity needs while encouraging
digital payments.

This Card would provide immediate access to
credit to the street vendors in order to meet
any emergent business and personal
requirements.

The card is available to beneficiaries who
have repaid their second tranche loan on
time.

The revised loan structure allows borrowing
of up to Rs 15,000 in the first tranche, Rs
25,000 in the second, and Rs 50,000 in the
third.

15. 77th REPUBLIC DAY OF INDIA

1.

Flight Lieutenant Akshita Dhankar made
history by unfurling the national flag
alongside President Droupadi Murmu during
the 77th Republic Day celebrations on 26
January 2026 at Kartavya Path, New Delhi.

The Chief Guests were Ursula von der Leyen,
President of the European Commission, and
Antonio Costa, President of the European
Council.

Ursula von der Leyen is the first President of
the European Commission to attend India's
Republic Day celebrations as Chief Guest.

The central theme of the Republic Day
parade was 'Vande Mataram'.

For the first time, a Bactrian camel (two-
humped camel) was included in the parade,
highlighting India's desert and border
security forces.

Republic Day marks the adoption of the
Constitution of India, which came into force
on 26 January 1950.

Dearness Allowance revision for pensioners
under TAPS is linked with serving employees.

TAPS applies to employees retiring on or
after 1 January 2026 under Contributory
Pension Scheme (CPS).

Family pension under TAPS is 60% of the
eligible pension.

TAPS combines features of Old Pension
Scheme (OPS) and New Pension Scheme
(NPS).

THE ULAGAM UNGAL KAIYIL SCHEME

Ulagam Ungal Kaiyil is a Tamil Nadu
government scheme for providing free
laptops to college students.

The scheme was launched on 5 January 2026.
It was inaugurated by M. K. Stalin, the Chief
Minister of Tamil Nadu.

The main objective is to bridge the digital
divide in higher education.

10 lakh students are covered under the first
phase of the scheme.

The total target beneficiaries under the
scheme is 20 lakh students.

Beneficiaries mainly include students from
government and government-aided colleges.

Laptop distribution is carried out using a
token-based transparent system.

The scheme supports digital learning, online
education, and skill development.

The rapid spread of Bt cotton and repeated
crop failures increased financial stress for
farmers.

Employment Guarantee Act (MGNREGA),
crop insurance, and debt relief helped reduce
suicides after 2010.

In 2023, India recorded 10,786 farmer
suicides, a 75% increase compared to 2022.

The Indian Pharmacopoeia 2026 added 121
new monographs, taking the total to 3,340.

Twenty blood component monographs were
included for the first time, making India the
first country to do so.

The Indian Pharmacopoeia is officially
recognised in 19 Global South countries.

The National Statistics Office (NSO) is
preparing India’s first-ever  nationwide
surveys on household income and corporate
services.

The surveys include the National Household
Income Survey (NHIS) and the Annual Survey
of Incorporated Service Sector Enterprises
(ASISSE).

Both surveys will start fieldwork in April 2026
and will be conducted using a fully digital
mode.

NHIS collects data on household income
distribution, living conditions, returns to
labour, capital and land, supporting policy
planning and economic analysis.

ASISSE focuses on incorporated service
sector enterprises, capturing Gross Value
Added, capital formation, employment, and
emoluments, using the Goods and Services
Tax Network (GSTN) framework.

Earlier, an idol of Srinivasa Perumal with
Sridevi and Bhoodevi was discovered at the
same site.

The findings indicate a strong Vaishnavite
religious presence in the Chola region.

Gangaikonda Cholapuram was the capital
established by Rajendra Chola | and it was a
major political, cultural, and religious centre
of the Chola dynasty.

The discovery highlights the continuity of the
Tamil Bhakti movement during the Chola
period.
