India’s TB incidence (new cases) dropped by
21% between 2015 and 2024, reducing from
237 to 187 per lakh population, according
to the Union Health Ministry.

While men account for 58% of notified cases
as of 2023-24, women represent 36%-37%.

However, studies suggest women face higher
stigma and may hide symptoms; only 58% of
women with persistent cough seek timely
medical advice.

The report highlights female genital TB as an
emerging issue with a 1.4% prevalence in
specific demographics, while the overall
death rate among women on TB treatment
was 3.1% in 2022.
